Youth in Philanthropy

Youth in Philanthropy brings together youth, youth advisors and donors who have a common interest in building a better community. It allows youth to gain
a new perspective on the needs of others and simultaneously brings a unique perspective to the grant making process.

Youth in Philanthropy (YIP) Brandon is a partnership established in 2004 between Brandon Area Community Foundation (BACF), the Thomas Sill Foundation
(TSF) and each of the three Brandon high schools. Funding by the TSF allowed the YIP teams to grant out a grand total of $22,500 over the past three years
to 38 different charities. The BACF is now responsible for the next three years of funding, and we are eager to continue the exciting job of empowering youth
with the tools of philanthropy.

This year, the teams have welcomed a couple of new teacher-supervisors: at Vincent Massey, Susan Gilleshammer; at Neelin, Mike Leach. Veterans Dianne
Bauman (VM), Lisa Anderson (N), Katie Bonk and Allyson Wronowski (Crocus Plains) return as the voices of experience, as all of the teams gear up for the
new session. The first few steps have been taken for the 2007-2008 program, as teachers have called team meetings to introduce the concepts of philanthropy
to the students. Indeed, YIP is a wonderful way for kids to meet their peers from the other high schools, in a non-competitive, level playing field context. The
students also then tend to focus on brainstorming ideas for events, on comparing notes about various charitable organizations, and on discussions about how
funding from the YIP program can positively impact the community.

When asked about the outlook for the coming year’s charitable giving, teacher Lisa Anderson provided the following:

“We have already been contacted by several community organizations to help out at their functions, and we are looking forward to beginning our site visits
soon. Our students have so much pride being in YIP. Their ideas and their commitment to helping others in need make working with the YIPs a very rewarding
experience.”

Be on the lookout for our Youth in Philanthropy students and teachers at various events around the City, in particular at our Grants Gala at City Hall in
November. They would love to tell you about their team and about their work.

Westman Women'’s Shelter

The YWCA Westman Women'’s Shelter provides safe and secure
accommodation, food, clothing, referral services and counselling
for women and children seeking safety and support when fleeing
domestic violence. The shelter accommodates 24 women and
children at any given time. Addressing the needs of this safe haven
requires a coordinated community effort including collaborative
partnerships with other organizations. To lend support to this
facility, BACF provided a grant of $4250 to assist in the upgrade
of furnishings.

Guarding the Past,
Funding the Future

The 26th Field Regiment Museum, archives and library are located
at the Brandon, Manitoba Armoury and have been open to
the public since 1979. The museum is run totally by volunteers
who are truly dedicated to preserving the memory of those who
served their country in the various wars and engagements in
which Canadian troops participated -- especially units that are
associated with the southwestern corner of the province.

There is a wide range of military memorabilia, including
uniforms, webbing, bayonets, cap badges, shoulder flashes,
flags, maps and swords. The museum library contains material
which covers practically every war, battle or skirmish in which
Canadian troops were involved. Standing at attention along the
museum walls are the pictures of individuals, units and locations
pertaining primarily to personnel and events originating in this
area as well as a large archival section which contains, among
other things, hand-written documents and orders circa 1903. A
display comprised of approximately 400 regimental buttons from
Canadian, British and American units has recently been added
to the museum’s exhibits.

In 2006 Brandon Area Community Foundation gave a $2000
grant to help with the cost of acquiring display cabinets that will
help to preserve these archives.
